The 2023-24 financial year has been a very positive 
one for NT Shelter. Earlier in the year, the Board 
of Management finalised its new strategic plan for 
the organisation. The plan sets out the strategic 
priorities for the organisation, retaining our vision 
for appropriate and affordable housing for all people 
of the Territory. However, we have recognised the 
importance of ensuring that housing is also accessible 
and have strengthened our vision in that regard.

Importantly, the Board believes that NT Shelter is well 
placed to continue its important work of advocating 
for better housing outcomes and a fairer housing 
system generally. The organisation continues to work 
on behalf of member organisations to represent the 
needs of the housing and homelessness sector in 
discussions with government, businesses, community 
stakeholders and across the media. 

Throughout the year, NT Shelter staff regularly 
appeared in local, Territory and National media to 
build vital support for homelessness reform, social 
and affordable housing, and residential tenancy law 
changes. We have worked closely with colleagues both 
locally and further afield to ensure that the Northern 
Territory’s huge levels of unmet housing need are not 
overlooked and addressed commensurate with need.

Over the past 12 months, the multifaceted nature of 
housing has been front and centre of conversations 
and policy across Australia. Scarcely a day passes 
without a media case study of a family struggling with 
cost of living pressures and having to cut back on 
essentials due to high housing costs – whether that 
be due to increasing rents or mortgage repayments. 
Others don’t have access to social and affordable 
housing at all and remain at risk of or are experiencing 
homelessness.

There is reason for optimism on a couple of fronts. 
Firstly, there is a bold housing agenda across 
Australia in the form of the National Housing Accord, 
the Housing Australia Future Fund, and the Social 
Housing Accelerator Program. Closer to home, there 
is also substantial investment in remote housing and 
homelands.

Secondly, and of huge importance, is the Northern 
Territory’s share of housing and homelessness 
investments. In terms of the housing agenda, the 
Northern Territory’s share is approximately 3% of the 
national allocation. That is three times more than 
what we are typically accustomed to, with up to 11,520 
houses earmarked for the Territory should we be able 
to meet the ambitious targets under the Accord.

To that end, the Board was delighted to see the team 
play a vital role in securing additional homelessness 
funding for the Northern Territory under the National 
Agreement on Social Housing. Finally, after years of 
advocacy effort, front line homelessness services will 
be better equipped to effectively respond to the huge 
demand for their services. We are now in a position 
where we can think bigger and aim higher when it 
comes to providing services that are commonplace in 
other jurisdictions.

The Board of Management congratulates the incoming 
Finocchiaro CLP Government on its success at 
the polls in August and looks forward to working 
constructively with the government on ensuring we 
lock in the opportunities provided under the National 
Housing Accord and the Housing Australia Future 
Fund. The Board extends its congratulations to 
incoming Members of the Legislative Assembly and we 
also take the opportunity to express our appreciation 
for the contributions of former MLAs throughout 
2023-24.

Our CEO, Peter McMillan, will be finishing at NT Shelter 
on 13 December. On behalf of the Board, I would like to 
congratulate Peter on his efforts and results over the 
past 7 years. He leaves the organisation in good shape.

My sincere thanks to all of the staff who have done 
an amazing job over the last year. I also thank the 
Northern Territory Government for providing funding 
to support the operations of NT Shelter and the 
support of our members.

I will be stepping down as President at the AGM. It has 
been an absolute pleasure to hold this role over the 
past couple of years and I would like to thank my fellow 
board members for their hard work, dedication, and 
contributions to the organisation’s governance and 
stewardship during that time.  

As unveiled in the May Commonwealth Budget, 
we have now received a sevenfold increase in 
homelessness funding for the Northern Territory from 
$5.9 million in 2023-24 to $42.8 million in 2024-25. It 
is a tremendous win for our frontline homelessness 
services and the people they assist. I acknowledge 
the hard work of my colleagues in NT Government 
who have joined calls for funding based on where it 
is needed most. I also commend the Commonwealth 
Government for having heard our collective calls and 
acted decisively. 

Together, we now have an opportunity to fund the 
programs and services to help more Territorians 
experiencing homelessness and prevent more from 
falling into homelessness in the first place. It is 
an exciting time for those of us who have waited 
a very long time for this outcome. Hopefully our 
circumstances will be at least somewhat less 
overwhelming than they have been. I hope and I trust it 
will make a real difference.

After 7 years I feel it is the right time to leave NT 
Shelter at the end of this year. I would like to extend 
my heartfelt appreciation to the Board of NT Shelter 
for their dedication to the organisation, their 
leadership and vision, and their unyielding support. I 
am grateful for the privilege and opportunity to work 
with so many amazing, talented and dedicated people 
in our sector. To my colleagues in government and 
other key stakeholders, I acknowledge and thank you 
for the great work that you do.

Above all, my utmost respect and thanks to my 
staff. They are a very talented and wonderful bunch 
who have made life at NT Shelter so rewarding and 
enjoyable.

I remain optimistic that we can all, together, end 
homelessness and provide all Territorians with safe, 
affordable and appropriate housing. I wish you all 
every success in achieving that very end.

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In December 2023, NT Shelter and sector staff 
participated in a Housing and Homelessness 
Workshop convened by the Northern Territory 
Government and Nous Consulting Group. The purpose 
of the workshop was to identify service gaps and 
misalignments as well as ways to enhance government 
and sector collaboration.

A working group that includes senior Territory 
Families, Housing and Communities (TFHC) and NT 
Shelter staff has now been established to pursue two 
priorities identified during the workshop:

	» Establishing a Community of Practice to enable 
sharing of problems and good practices as a 
means to promote information sharing and 
build capacity across the sector, including 
the opportunity to build on learnings in other 
jurisdictions.

	» Draft a statement of shared values and ‘operating 
principles’ to guide future consultations, 
incorporating a stronger element of ‘co-design’.

NT Shelter looks forward to providing future updates 
on the progress of this key sector infrastructure.

For the past seven years, NT Shelter and our member 
organisations have spearheaded advocacy for 
needs-based funding. In what has turned out to be 
a transformational advocacy win, the new National 
Agreement on Social Housing and Homelessness 
(NASHH), has more than doubled funding for housing 
and homelessness in the Northern Territory.

from $21.9 million in 2023-24 to $55.6 million per year 
in 2024-25.

In addition, the May Federal Budget announced 
that $25 million has been set aside for the Northern 
Territory via the National Housing Infrastructure Fund 
(NHIF) specifically for the development of crisis and 
transitional accommodation for women and children 
escaping domestic and family violence and youth.

NT Shelter congratulates the Northern Territory 
Government on successfully finalising the NASHH 
with the Commonwealth. NT Shelter has been 
delighted to work closely with the Northern Territory 
Government to get this milestone agreement over the 
line and secure significantly more funding to support 
vulnerable Territorians. Now that this funding has 
been secured, the hard work begins in developing and 
delivering the programs and services that too many 
Territorians have been missing out on.

Final advice to the Chief Minister was provided across five broad themes:

	» Supply Land for Housing

	» Attract Investment

	» Streamline Processes

	» Enhance Industry & Workforce Capability

	» Expand Social & Affordable Housing

The portion of the funding specifically for 
homelessness has increased from $5.9 million in 
2023-24 to $42.8 million, a seven-fold increase. In 
the new five-year agreement, the Northern Territory 
will receive more than 2.5 times the previous funding 
commitment from the Commonwealth Government –

The Northern Territory Housing Alliance, chaired by 
Alan McGill and attended by NT Shelter, continued to 
meet in 2024. The Alliance, attended by key housing 
stakeholders, has been a collaborative platform 
comprising various stakeholders across the housing 
sector. It canvased challenges and opportunities 
in aligning housing supply and demand, attracting 

finance, addressing the complex approvals process 
and regulatory requirements for developers, and 
the co-dependency of housing for workforce with 
investment.

Increase in funding for the Northern Territory via the 
National Agreement on Social Housing and Homelessness

Northern Territory Government Partnership with the 
Housing and Homelessness Sector 

The Northern Territory Housing Alliance

and Homelessness (NASHH), has more 
than doubled funding for housing and 
homelessness in the Northern Territory”
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NT Shelter attended a hearing of the Development 
Consent Authority (DCA) in Darwin in April 2024 to 
support the proposed relocation of Ozanam House 
from Stuart Park to Coconut Grove. 

NT Shelter spoke in support of the proposal, noting 
that NT Shelter is a local business that does not share 
concerns of some other community stakeholders 
in relation to antisocial behaviour and crime as a 
consequence of having up to 100 additional people 
experiencing homelessness at the facility.  

The application to relocate has since been successful. 
However, the public reaction to the development 

highlights just how much work still needs to be 
done to de-stigmatise homelessness, to distinguish 
rough sleeping from crime, and to help tackle 
misinformation and negative sentiment towards rough 
sleepers.  

To that end, NT Shelter and Aboriginal Housing 
Northern Territory (AHNT) have jointly published a 
guide on how to have respectful conversations about 
people who are sleeping rough. It is available on the 
NT Shelter website.

NT Shelter was pleased to support National 
Shelter and Oculi Collective with their collaborative 
photojournalism project, The Great Crumbling 
Australian Dream. The project was supported by a 
Meta Australian News Fund grant and the Walkley 
Foundation.

The series consists of nine photo essays, each 
focused on a different story about Australia’s housing 
crisis.

Coming Home to Country, focuses on generational 
housing displacement in Tennant Creek. NT Shelter 
thanks photojournalist, Rachel Mounsey, for the time 
she spent in the Northern Territory and the members 
of the Barkly Region Accommodation Action Group for 
their connections and expertise. We thank Dr Simon 
Quilty, Professor Paul Memmott, Ms Diane Stokes 
Nampin, Mr Norman Frank Jupurrurla and Mr Jimmy 
Frank Jupurrurla, Minister Uibo, Mr Mark Raymond and 
others who participated in the project.

The project is available on the NT Shelter website.

In April, NT Shelter joined Anglicare NT, City of Darwin 
and many local organisations at the 2024 Youth 
Homelessness Matters Couch Surfing Event.

On average, there are 3,000 young people aged 12 - 25 
years experiencing homelessness in the Northern 
Territory on any given night.

In March 2024, Head of Operations, Annie Taylor, 
travelled to Canberra for the National Shelter 
Council Meeting. Whilst in Canberra, Annie took the 
opportunity to attend the launch of Parity Volume 36, 
the Future of Youth Foyers and hear more about the 
successful outcomes of Foyers around Australia.

NT Shelter continues to work with local organisations 
to progress an Alice Springs Foyer as one part of a 
landscape of increased youth accommodation options 
for the Northern Territory.

Youth Foyer Advocacy and the Launch of Parity Volume 36, 
the Future of Youth Foyers

In December 2023, NT Shelter was pleased to hear 
the Chief Minister’s announcement of funding for an 
assertive outreach program in Alice Springs. Assertive 
Outreach has long been an advocacy priority for the 
sector in Alice Springs and NT Shelter has included 
the need for assertive outreach in Pre-Budget 
Submissions to the Northern Territory Government, 
advocated in the media and engaged with Territory 
Families, Housing and Communities and Alice Springs 
Town Council about the need.

There is strong evidence that assertive outreach, 
when it is persistent, works to combat street 
homelessness. We hope that this program will lead to 
improved service linkages, rapid access to short term 
accommodation, access to material aid and, overall, 
a reduction in the number of Territorians spending 
unsafe nights on the streets and other public areas of 
Alice Springs.

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Sector Consultation (Alignment),

With additional NASHH funding for the Northern 
Territory, NT Shelter has provided a paper to TFHC 
Executive Staff on the process needed to develop a 
consultative, sector-led Housing and Homelessness 
strategy. The paper included proposed foundational 
principles with respect to the allocation of additional 
NASHH funding in year one of the agreement and 
areas of demonstrated funding need. NT Shelter is 
pleased to see many of the recommendations adopted 
in early discussions with the sector.

To assist with the scale of work that needs to be done 
in a relatively short period of time, in the first half of 
2024-25 NT Shelter’s Regional Coordinator Northern 
Australia, Mike Byrne, will be based with TFHC two 
days per week until December 2025. This arrangement 
enhances and models collaborative principles 
between sector and government.

In September 2023, Head of Operations, Annie Taylor, 
travelled to Nhulunbuy to engage with NT Shelter 
stakeholders about the housing and homelessness 
challenges apparent in the town. Whilst in Nhulunbuy, 
Annie met with:

	» The Department of Chief Minister and Cabinet 
Nhulunbuy to discuss the region’s Traditional 
Owner Vision for the future of Nhulunbuy and the 
Gove Peninsula after the exit of Rio Tinto and the 
Nhulunbuy Youth Strategy.

	» AHL Nhulunbuy to discuss client trends and the 
challenges brought about by limited short term 
accommodation.

In 2023, NT Shelter supported the Department of 
Social Services to ensure comprehensive consultation 
on the development of the National Housing and 
Homelessness Plan in the Northern Territory. Face-
to-face consultations were finalised in October. NT 
Shelter thanks all those who made time in their busy 
schedules to attend a consultation session.

NT Shelter made two written submissions to the 
National Plan via the online submission platform. 
These submissions are detailed under NT Shelter 
Submissions in this Annual Report. Both are available 
on the NT Shelter website.

Since mid 2023, there have been more than 30 
referrals who have been provided a tenancy as a result 
of member advocacy.

Initially proposed by NT Shelter, we thank TFHC and 
stakeholders for making the successful initiative 
possible. Members currently report that it has 
contributed to better systemic outcomes for clients 
and the sector.

A review of the initial Terms of Reference will 
commence in the 2024-25 period. NT Shelter will 
continue working with our members and TFHC to 
ensure that the meetings meet the needs of all 
involved.

In 2023-24, in collaboration with TFHC, NT Shelter 
began co-facilitating monthly network meetings to 
assist in the assessment, review and allocation of 
social and public housing. Based in Darwin (CASHG) 
and Alice Springs (OACG), the meetings complement 

the TFHC allocations process by providing further 
detail about individual allocations, coordinating 
services around clients and increasing flow-through 
within the current housing continuum.

In December 2023, NT Shelter and the housing, 
homelessness and adjacent sectors in Darwin and 
Alice Springs met with former Northern Territory Chief 
Minister, Hon Natasha Fyles, to discuss the challenges 
facing the sector, tenants and clients. 

Key issues raised included housing, particularly the 
need for more housing for young people and women 
impacted by domestic family violence.

The sector appreciated the opportunity to speak directly 
to the issues apparent in Alice Springs and Darwin and is 
eager for additional opportunities into 2024-25.

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In 2023, NT Shelter participated in the development 
of a paper outlining the current service system 
and identifying gaps for those experiencing rough 
sleeping in Darwin. The paper was presented to the 
Northern Territory Government-NGO Partnership 
(NNPG) Forum and included a number of evidence-
based recommendations. The forum accepted the 
contribution and identified that it would be integrated 
into the current reform agenda for the coming period.

NT Shelter’s expectation is that the paper will form 
the basis for identifying areas for improvement in the 
service system supporting people who experience 
rough sleeping, with particular focus on addressing 
the contributing factors.

In significant news for the Northern Territory, this 
year saw the publication of the first Parity Magazine 
focused on homelessness in the Northern Territory.

NT Shelter worked closely with Council to Homeless 
Persons (CHP) to sure up sector contributions. 

Launched in July, the edition includes an introduction 

from Skye Thompson, an overview from CEO, Peter 
McMillan, and an opinion editorial from Head of 
Operations, Annie Taylor. Contributions, written and 
artistic, from across the sector make this edition truly 
representative. 

NT Shelter was delighted to MC launch events for the 
edition in both Darwin and Alice Springs.

NT Shelter also thanks Council to Homeless Persons 
for their extensive work to ensure the edition’s funding 
and publication.

Parity Magazine is available from the Council to 
Homeless Persons website: chp.org.au/.

The ShelterMe website, funded by Northern Territory 
Government and designed by NT Shelter, is the major 
service directory for those at risk or experiencing 
homelessness in the Northern Territory.

In 2023-24, ShelterMe was redeveloped based on user 
analytics and best practice. ShelterMe now includes 
an option to seek support for domestic and family 
violence and a quick exit button. 

The website has also been migrated to a new host 
server and service listings have been reviewed and 
updated.

NT Shelter thanks Oley Media for working with us 
to optimise the website and the Northern Territory 
Government’s Community Benefit Fund for funding the 
project.

In 2023, NT Shelter wrapped up Season Two of Sharing the Couch. Sharing the Couch is an NT Shelter video and 
podcast featuring interviews with thought leaders in the affordable housing and homelessness sectors.

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Grow the Capacity of the Sector

Accommodation Action Group meetings convened 
by NT Shelter across the Northern Territory’s 
urban centres continue to play a key role in sector 
information sharing and collaboration. In 2023-24, the 
Alice Springs Accommodation Action Group (ASAAG) 
hosted the Darwin Community Legal Service (DCLS) 
to update the housing and homelessness sector on 
the recent amendments to the Residential Tenancies 
Act (RTA). An NDIS and Housing Information Session 
was held for members of the Alice Springs and Barkly 
Region group in 2024 with presentations from the 
Senior Engagement Officer for SA and NT at NDIS 
and the General Manager of the Disability Advocacy 
Service. In Northern Australia, Accommodation Action 
Groups have facilitated information sessions on 
community housing transfers. 

In October 2023, NT Shelter attended the Australian 
Housing and Urban Research Institute (AHURI) 
National Housing Conference. Head of Operations, 
Annie Taylor, and James Cameron, from the Office 
of the Children’s Commissioner NT (OCC NT), were 
invited to present on the joint NT Shelter/OCC NT 
report on youth homelessness in Alice Springs, ‘They 
can’t go back home’: Young People and Homelessness 
in Mparntwe (Alice Springs).

NT Shelter and AHURI jointly sponsored Chelsea 
Mitchell, a young woman who participated in the 
project, to attend the conference as a person with a 
lived experience of homelessness. 

NT Shelter supported the Northern Territory 
Government in their sponsorship of sector attendees. 
We thank TFHC for providing these learning 
opportunities to the sector.

Head of Operations, Annie Taylor, was invited to 
present at Aboriginal Housing Northern Territory’s 
(AHNT) second Remote Housing and Homelands 
Conference in Alice Springs. Annie presented the joint 
report on youth homelessness launched in August 
2023 with the Office of the Children’s Commissioner 
Northern Territory. A focus of the presentation, based 
on the findings of the report, was the advocacy for a 
Youth Foyer in Alice Springs.

NT Shelter was pleased to sponsor the attendance 
of a number of Homelessness Response Group (HRG) 
members. Thank you to AHNT for three days of 
learning, networking and unique Central Australian 
insights.

In April 2024, NT Shelter was asked by Children’s 
Ground to present at their Housing Hustle event in 
Alice Springs. 

Given the focus of Children’s Ground’s work (which 
extends to remote communities and town camps), 
NT Shelter extended the invitation to AHNT and was 
joined by Engagement Officer, Amy Collins, to present 
on key housing and homelessness statistics and 
explain what is in the pipeline for urban and remote 
housing.

The event aimed to bring together services and 
government agencies to discuss housing policy 
and seek solutions. Children’s Ground supports and 
employs many people with housing challenges, and 
attendees had the opportunity to ask questions and 
highlight personal experiences.

NT Shelter Submissions

NT Shelter continues to maintain a collaborative relationship with key stakeholders in government. In 2023-24, 
NT Shelter continued to actively engage with, and provide submissions to, relevant government inquiries as 
below.

In 2023, NT Shelter put forward a Pre-Budget Submission to the Northern Territory Government, detailing our 
asks for Budget 2024/25. 

Our submission focused on eight key asks:

NT Shelter made two written submissions to the 
National Plan. Our Primary Submission speaks to 
the key housing and homelessness issues impacting 
the Northern Territory and provides advice and 
recommendations as to how the National Plan can 
best address homelessness and housing need. Our 
submission makes nine key recommendations. The 
document is comprehensive, and we hope it will be 
a resource accessed by NT Shelter members and 
other stakeholders as an advocacy tool and a place to 
access up-to-date statistics and priorities.

NT Shelter’s Supplementary Submission focuses on 
how the National Plan can secure a transition from 
the way the State and Territory Governments are 
funded for housing and homelessness services under 
the then current National Housing and Homelessness 
Agreement (NHHA), to a model that ensures that 
Commonwealth funding is provided to where it is 
needed most.

4.	 Increase investment in tenancy support 
programs.

5.	 Through the Department of Industry, Tourism 
and Trade, undertake a pilot program making 
available Business Development Advisor/s to the 

SHS sector to overcome barriers to successfully 
securing finance.

6.	 Undertake a feasibility study for a Youth Foyer in 
Alice Springs.

7.	 Fund a feasibility study exploring options for 
transitional accommodation for women and 
children escaping domestic and family violence 
(DFV) in Tennant Creek.

8.	 Fund a local Aboriginal Community Controlled 
Organisation to access financing opportunities 
to establish short-stay visitor accommodation in 
Katherine.

NT Shelter In the Media

With housing and homelessness increasingly on the political agenda in 2023 and 2024, NT Shelter had a variety 
of engagements with media outlets in the Northern Territory and nationally, which provided the opportunity 
to highlight and advocate for the housing needs and shortages in our jurisdiction. On average, NT Shelter had 
almost three media engagements every month this reporting period. 

Some of our highlights were:

The majority of NT Shelter’s media engagements were

(13) and then television (5). Much of our media in 
2023-24 was regarding the federal policy agenda on 
housing and homelessness and its impacts on the 
Northern Territory. In the later part of 2023, much of 
NT Shelter’s media was about the National Housing 
Accord, the Housing Australia Future Fund and the 
rights of renters. In the first half of 2024, many of our 
media engagements were regarding the increase in 
funding for homelessness in the Northern Territory via 
the NASHH.

Note 1. Material accounting policy information

The accounting policies that are material to the incorporated association are set out below. The accounting policies adopted
are consistent with those of the previous financial year, unless otherwise stated.

New or amended Accounting Standards and Interpretations adopted
The incorporated association has adopted all of the new or amended Accounting Standards and Interpretations issued by the
Australian Accounting Standards Board ('AASB') that are mandatory for the current reporting period.

Any new or amended Accounting Standards or Interpretations that are not yet mandatory have not been early adopted.

Basis of preparation
In the Board of Management's opinion, the incorporated association is not a reporting entity because there are no users
dependent on general purpose financial statements.

These are special purpose financial statements that have been prepared for the purposes of complying with the Australian
Charities and Not-for-profits Commission Act 2012 and Associations Act 2003 of Northern Territory. The Board of Management
have determined that the accounting policies adopted are appropriate to meet the needs of the Board of Management of
Northern Territory Shelter Incorporated.

These financial statements have been prepared in accordance with the recognition and measurement requirements specified
by the Australian Accounting Standards and Interpretations issued by the Australian Accounting Standards Board ('AASB')
and the disclosure requirements of AASB 101 'Presentation of Financial Statements', AASB 107 'Statement of Cash Flows',
AASB 108 'Accounting Policies, Changes in Accounting Estimates and Errors', AASB 1048 'Interpretation of Standards', AASB
1054 'Australian Additional Disclosures' and AASB 124 ‘Related Party Disclosures’, as appropriate for not-for profit oriented
entities.

Historical cost convention
The financial statements have been prepared under the historical cost convention.

Critical accounting estimates
The preparation of the financial statements requires the use of certain critical accounting estimates. It also requires
management to exercise its judgement in the process of applying the incorporated association's accounting policies. The
areas involving a higher degree of judgement or complexity, or areas where assumptions and estimates are significant to the
financial statements, are disclosed in note 2.

Revenue recognition
The incorporated association recognises revenue as follows:

Grants
Grant revenue is recognised in profit or loss when the Association satisfies the performance obligations stated within the
funding agreements.

If the conditions attached to the grant are determined to be sufficiently specific and must be satisfied before the Association
is eligible to retain the contribution, the grant will be recognised in the statement of financial position as a liability until those
sufficiently specific performance obligations are satisfied.

Rendering of services
Revenue from a contract to provide services is recognised over time as the services are rendered based on either a fixed
price or an hourly rate.

Interest
Interest revenue is recognised as interest accrues using the effective interest method.

Other revenue
Other revenue is recognised when it is received or when the right to receive payment is established.

Income tax
As the incorporated association is a charitable institution in terms of subsection 50-5 of the Income Tax Assessment Act 1997,
as amended, it is exempt from paying income tax.

Current and non-current classification
Assets and liabilities are presented in the statement of financial position based on current and non-current classification.

An asset is classified as current when: it is either expected to be realised or intended to be sold or consumed in the
incorporated association's normal operating cycle; it is held primarily for the purpose of trading; it is expected to be realised
within 12 months after the reporting period; or the asset is cash or cash equivalent unless restricted from being exchanged or
used to settle a liability for at least 12 months after the reporting period. All other assets are classified as non-current.

A liability is classified as current when: it is either expected to be settled in the incorporated association's normal operating
cycle; it is held primarily for the purpose of trading; it is due to be settled within 12 months after the reporting period; or there
is no unconditional right to defer the settlement of the liability for at least 12 months after the reporting period. All other liabilities
are classified as non-current.

Cash and cash equivalents
Cash and cash equivalents includes cash on hand, deposits held at call with financial institutions, other short-term, highly
liquid investments with original maturities of three months or less that are readily convertible to known amounts of cash and
which are subject to an insignificant risk of changes in value.

Trade and other receivables
Trade receivables are initially recognised at fair value and subsequently measured at amortised cost using the effective
interest method, less any allowance for expected credit losses. Trade receivables are generally due for settlement within 30
days.

The incorporated association has applied the simplified approach to measuring expected credit losses, which uses a lifetime
expected loss allowance. To measure the expected credit losses, trade receivables have been grouped based on days
overdue.

Property, plant and equipment
Plant and equipment is stated at historical cost less accumulated depreciation and impairment. Historical cost includes
expenditure that is directly attributable to the acquisition of the items.

Depreciation is calculated on a straight-line basis to write off the net cost of each item of property, plant and equipment
(excluding land) over their expected useful lives as follows:

Furniture and fixtures 4 years
Motor vehicles 6-7 years

The residual values, useful lives and depreciation methods are reviewed, and adjusted if appropriate, at each reporting date.

Leasehold improvements are depreciated over the unexpired period of the lease or the estimated useful life of the assets,
whichever is shorter.

An item of property, plant and equipment is derecognised upon disposal or when there is no future economic benefit to the
incorporated association. Gains and losses between the carrying amount and the disposal proceeds are taken to profit or loss.

Right-of-use assets
A right-of-use asset is recognised at the commencement date of a lease. The right-of-use asset is measured at cost, which
comprises the initial amount of the lease liability, adjusted for, as applicable, any lease payments made at or before the
commencement date net of any lease incentives received, any initial direct costs incurred, and, except where included in the
cost of inventories, an estimate of costs expected to be incurred for dismantling and removing the underlying asset, and
restoring the site or asset.

Right-of-use assets are depreciated on a straight-line basis over the unexpired period of the lease or the estimated useful life
of the asset, whichever is the shorter. Where the incorporated association expects to obtain ownership of the leased asset at
the end of the lease term, the depreciation is over its estimated useful life. Right-of use assets are subject to impairment or
adjusted for any remeasurement of lease liabilities.

Right-of-use assets that meet the definition of investment property are measured at fair value where the incorporated
association has adopted a fair value measurement basis for investment property assets.

The incorporated association has elected not to recognise a right-of-use asset and corresponding lease liability for short-term
leases with terms of 12 months or less and leases of low-value assets. Lease payments on these assets are expensed to
profit or loss as incurred.

Lease liabilities
A lease liability is recognised at the commencement date of a lease. The lease liability is initially recognised at the present
value of the lease payments to be made over the term of the lease, discounted using the interest rate implicit in the lease or,
if that rate cannot be readily determined, the incorporated association's incremental borrowing rate. Lease payments comprise
of fixed payments less any lease incentives receivable, variable lease payments that depend on an index or a rate, amounts
expected to be paid under residual value guarantees, exercise price of a purchase option when the exercise of the option is
reasonably certain to occur, and any anticipated termination penalties. The variable lease payments that do not depend on
an index or a rate are expensed in the period in which they are incurred.

Lease liabilities are measured at amortised cost using the effective interest method. The carrying amounts are remeasured if
there is a change in the following: future lease payments arising from a change in an index or a rate used; residual guarantee;
lease term; certainty of a purchase option and termination penalties. When a lease liability is remeasured, an adjustment is
made to the corresponding right-of use asset, or to profit or loss if the carrying amount of the right-of-use asset is fully written
down.

Employee benefits

Short-term employee benefits
Liabilities for wages and salaries, including non-monetary benefits, annual leave and long service leave expected to be settled
wholly within 12 months of the reporting date are measured at the amounts expected to be paid when the liabilities are settled.

Other long-term employee benefits
The liability for annual leave and long service leave not expected to be settled within 12 months of the reporting date are
measured at the present value of expected future payments to be made in respect of services provided by employees up to
the reporting date using the projected unit credit method. Consideration is given to expected future wage and salary levels,
experience of employee departures and periods of service. Expected future payments are discounted using market yields at
the reporting date on national government bonds with terms to maturity and currency that match, as closely as possible, the
estimated future cash outflows.

Goods and Services Tax ('GST') and other similar taxes
Revenues, expenses and assets are recognised net of the amount of associated GST, unless the GST incurred is not
recoverable from the tax authority. In this case it is recognised as part of the cost of the acquisition of the asset or as part of
the expense.

Receivables and payables are stated inclusive of the amount of GST receivable or payable. The net amount of GST
recoverable from, or payable to, the tax authority is included in other receivables or other payables in the statement of financial
position.

Cash flows are presented on a gross basis. The GST components of cash flows arising from investing or financing activities
which are recoverable from, or payable to the tax authority, are presented as operating cash flows.

Commitments and contingencies are disclosed net of the amount of GST recoverable from, or payable to, the tax authority.

New Accounting Standards and Interpretations not yet mandatory or early adopted
Australian Accounting Standards and Interpretations that have recently been issued or amended but are not yet mandatory,
have not been early adopted by the incorporated association for the annual reporting period ended 30 June 2024. The
incorporated association has not yet assessed the impact of these new or amended Accounting Standards and Interpretations.

Note 2. Critical accounting judgements, estimates and assumptions

The preparation of the financial statements requires management to make judgements, estimates and assumptions that affect
the reported amounts in the financial statements. Management continually evaluates its judgements and estimates in relation
to assets, liabilities, contingent liabilities, revenue and expenses. Management bases its judgements, estimates and
assumptions on historical experience and on other various factors, including expectations of future events, management
believes to be reasonable under the circumstances. The resulting accounting judgements and estimates will seldom equal the
related actual results. The judgements, estimates and assumptions that have a significant risk of causing a material adjustment
to the carrying amounts of assets and liabilities (refer to the respective notes) within the next financial year are discussed
below.

Lease term
The lease term is a significant component in the measurement of both the right-of-use asset and lease liability. Judgement is
exercised in determining whether there is reasonable certainty that an option to extend the lease or purchase the underlying
asset will be exercised, or an option to terminate the lease will not be exercised, when ascertaining the periods to be included
in the lease term. In determining the lease term, all facts and circumstances that create an economical incentive to exercise
an extension option, or not to exercise a termination option, are considered at the lease commencement date. Factors
considered may include the importance of the asset to the incorporated association's operations; comparison of terms and
conditions to prevailing market rates; incurrence of significant penalties; existence of significant leasehold improvements; and
the costs and disruption to replace the asset. The incorporated association reassesses whether it is reasonably certain to
exercise an extension option, or not exercise a termination option, if there is a significant event or significant change in
circumstances.

Incremental borrowing rate
Where the interest rate implicit in a lease cannot be readily determined, an incremental borrowing rate is estimated to discount
future lease payments to measure the present value of the lease liability at the lease commencement date. Such a rate is
based on what the incorporated association estimates it would have to pay a third party to borrow the funds necessary to
obtain an asset of a similar value to the right-of-use asset, with similar terms, security and economic environment.

Employee benefits provision
As discussed in note 1, the liability for employee benefits expected to be settled more than 12 months from the reporting date
are recognised and measured at the present value of the estimated future cash flows to be made in respect of all employees
at the reporting date. In determining the present value of the liability, estimates of attrition rates and pay increases through
promotion and inflation have been taken into account.
